The 2024 local resident pass, for households inside
the Croke Park Garda event day cordon, is available
for collection from Fitzgibbon Street Garda Station.
The station is open from 8am to 9pm daily.

To collect your pass, please bring the following with
you to the station:

Proof of identification

Proof of address (a recent utility bill)
Your old 2022/2023 resident pass

The Gardai have advised that there will be a limit
of 3 passes per household, except in exceptional
circumstances. Any household needing more than 3
passes should contact the garda special events team
in Fitzgibbon Street station on 01 666 8463. Local
businesses requiring more than 3 passes are also
asked to contact the Garda events team regarding
their specific needs.
